e Children have access to one hour of quality music each week

e All children in KS1 and KS2 have singing lessons built in to the half-termly
plans, with an extra focus of singing in the summer term

e Children in Y5/6 receive weekly singing tuition through the National Schools
Singing Programme (York Diocese)

Part B: Extra - curricular music

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time,
including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music
beyond the core curriculum.

e We run a lunchtime Musicality Club throughout the year with a different focus
each half-term:

» A choir for children from Y1-6 who perform at events such as school fayres

» Hand bells for children from Y1-6

» Choirs of different sizes, made up of different year groups throughout the year,
who rehearse and perform at various events run by the Trust or Music Hub. E.g.
Winter Voices concert; Music Festival; Trust celebratory events

» A glockenspiel and ukulele ensemble for KS2 children

e Music Subject Leaders meet across the CLT to share good practice
and enhance provision

Part C. Musical experiences
