A deep understanding of numbers 6-8

Addition and subtraction within 8. Remembering the pairs of numbers that make up other numbers, for example 7 is made of 4 and 3. 
	Reading
  Children will have either a wordless book or a book that has been closely matched to their phonics knowledge. Children will read wordless books until they can confidently blend. 
Day 1: Decoding focus
Day 2: Prosody focus (reading with expression, taking account of the punctuation)
Day 3: Comprehension focus
Books will be changed every week.
Repeated reading is important to build fluency.

After Reading
1. What was your favourite part of the story? Why?
2. Who was your favourite character? Why?
3. What was the problem in the story, and how was it solved?
4. Can you retell the story in your own words?
5. What do you think might happen if the story kept going?
6. Was there anything in the story that surprised you?
7. What did you learn from this story?
